Intruders! Aliens may be among us...

Members of the Fort Orange Garden Club gave a presentation
on the Emerald Ash Borer and the Asian Long Horned Beetle
that pose a potentially serious threat to both forest and urban
trees.

An Emerald Ash Borer (EAB) infestation was identified in 2009
in Cattaraugus County. Ash trees make up approximately 7%
of all the trees in the state, all of which could be at risk if this
beetle spreads throughout NY. The adult EAB is a small beetle
with metallic green wings and a coppery red or purple abdomen.
Larvae feed in tunnels just under the bark destroying tissues
that transport water and nutrients throughout the tree. Signs
of infection are die back of the canopy, often at the top first and
extensive sprouting of new shoots from the roots and trunk.

The Asian Longhorned Beetle (ALB) kills trees in a similar
manner to the EAB. This insect attacks a wider variety of
species including maples, willow, poplar, and birch. Adults
emerge through three-quarter-inch holes in the bark. In
2008, the insect was found in a Worcester Massachusetts
neighborhood. Now a 74 square mile area is under Federal
and State regulations to eradicate the beetle by preventing
movement of materials that could host populations of the
beetle, including fire wood, nursery stock, and green lumber.

Jerry Carlson from the DEC discussed oak wilt, a fungal
disease that plugs the water transporting tissues of oak trees.
Affected trees wilt and die, often in a matter of weeks. Oak
wilt was confirmed for the first time in New York in September
2008, in Glenville, Schenectady County.

To prevent the spread of these species, home and forest
owners should learn to recognize the symptoms and all fire
wood should be purchased and consumed within 50 miles
from its source in New York State. More information on

September 14 ( (Tuesday) HUYCK PRESERVE: We will hike in the 2000 acre preserve in Rensselaerville. Come see why this hamlet
made statewide news as one of New York’s “Seven to Save” historic locations by the Preservation League of New York State. We will walk
to the new overlook on top of Rensselaerville Falls as well as on the trail along Lake Myosotis. The research on salamanders, decomposer
food web, and their links to global warming brought the Preserve international recognition. We will meet at 10:00 am at Slingerlands
Community Church, 1499 New Scotland Road, to carpool.

September 20 (Monday) MOSHER MARSH: You are invited to come and meander through a beautiful marsh land. The 43 acre wetlands
and woodlands have nature trails looping the preserve and a 300 foot board walkway, and an historic family cemetery. There are four
potholes created to attract wood ducks. The preserve is located in Montgomery County in Amsterdam. We will meet at 10:00 am at the EIm
Avenue Park and Ride in Delmar to carpool to the preserve.

September 29 (Wednesday) SCHIFFENDECKER FARM PRESERVE: How many beautiful preserves are located minutes from Walmart?!
This 39 acre-preserve is located between Old Kenwood Road and Bender Lane in Glenmont. It features wooded hills, streams, and ravines.
Once a farm in the 1800’s, beavers replaced cows as friendly neighbors. We will meet at 10:30 am at the EIm Avenue Park and Ride in
Delmar to carpool to the preserve.

October 7 (Thursday) BARBER PROPERTY: We will enjoy seeing hawks and other soaring birds enjoy this beautiful spot just outside
the hamlet of Clarksville, thanks to abundant air currents. This beautiful 287-acre property is located between steep ridges separating the
Hannacroix and Onesquethaw watersheds. We will meet at 10:00 am at Slingerlands Community Church, 1499 New Scotland Road, to
carpool.

October 19 (Tuesday) DAVID AND SANDRA GEISINGER CONSERVATION EASEMENT; We will hike on trails at the Geisinger’s
beautiful 67 acre property named “Dorema.” There are two ponds, rolling hills, beautiful forests, small waterfalls, meadows and abundant fall
color. The property is located in Princetown in Schenectady County. The hike, led by one or both of the owners, will also include a genuine
Adirondack lean-to where we are invited to bring our picnic lunches. We will meet at 10:30 am at Slingerlands Community Church, 1499

New Scotland Road, to carpool.
